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Terms of Reference

Assistive Technology (AT) Service Review Advisory Group

Yooralla’s Vision:
A fair go for all people with disabilities.

Yooralla’s Mission:

To actively support people with disabilities, their families and carers, in all their diversity, to live the life they choose.

Advisory Group membership:
We will seek to ensure that the committee reflects a mix of people who use the services, family members, and people with a disability, advocacy groups and professionals.

Advisory Group Key Objectives:
To provide advice to seek opinions and ideas that could be incorporated into the planning and implantation process of the 5 recommendations from the AT service review.

Recommendations:

1. Move away from centralised services towards more community based options that provide local accessible environments.

2.  Integrate AT information service delivery to include independence, communication and computer technologies (including mainstream applications) and universal design.

3. Establish a Yooralla centre of excellence in specialist prescribing, assessment and planning.

4. Establish interactive web based information that is accessible for all people.

5. Provide training and education that is highly accessible to a range of participants.

Advisory Group Key Responsibilities:
To participate in discussions arising from the implementation of the recommendations and project plan and to contribute questions, considerations and ideas that will enhance the development of service delivery.
Advisory Group Key Outcomes:
That the implementation of the AT service review will result in the adoption of a best practice AT service model that encompasses that AT Solutions consist of a range of the enablers that people use:

· Assistive Technology devices

· Environmental interventions

· Personal support
Frequency and times and duration of meetings:

It is expected the committee would meet every 2 months for 2 hours at a CBD location.
